Advanced Learners: The term sdvanced learner in this policy refers to the students who can

engage leaming activities fister than the other students in the cluss and achieve high scores and
make sigmficant achievements in their life, They have more potential in their comprehension,
retention, memory, critical thinking, creativity and contextualization practices. They also may have
hard working behaviors and usually achieve more than most of the classmates, These students can
take up higher level learning and acudemic responsibilities. They can bring some new concepts,
strategies, and also can take the leadership in the teaching leaming activities,

Slow Learners :The slow learers are the poor achievers and lag behind in the academic life,

They may fiil in exams or will score only poor grades, They find it difficult to understand the
lessons and may have difficulties in their comprehension, retention, and integration. They may fisil
n articulations and critical reflections. Their motivation levels also may be poor and may find it
difficult to adjust with the teaching learning process and can drop out or fail in the programme. The
poor performance may not be a sign of the poor capacity or talent but may be due to inappropriate
teaching mcthods, poor family situations, inadequate molivations and supports, unscientific
leaming practices or even the inability to converse in an unfamiliar language,
